Chronic hepatitis B:

e Estimated 17,086 individuals in
Colorado are living with chronic,
unresolved hepatitis B

 AA/NHPI: 22.7% of all cases

 Highest rates among ages 40-59

* Spring 2019: Hepatitis B in Immigrant Populations: The Need for Improved
Testing, Vaccination, and Ongoing Care

Shots for Tots & Teens Clinics

e Shots for Tots and Teens is a partnership between Immunize Colorado, Tri-
County Health Department, Aurora Fire Rescue, Denver Public Health,
Denver Paramedics, Jefferson County Public Health, Arvada Fire, Thornton
Fire and local Rotary Clubs

* Provided 2,514 low- or no-cost vaccines to children, teens, and adults in
the Denver Metro area in 2019

Number of vaccines administered increased by 16 % from 2018 to 2019

Administered over 100 hepatitis B vaccines in 2019

Added one additional location in 2019 (Total Sites = 4)
